Suggested Questions for Faculty Conversations
(Feel free to allow the conversations to evolve beyond the questions.)

1. What—in your opinion—is the hardest thing about teaching students who have difficulty learning in the courses you teach?
2. What are the most challenging concepts for students in the courses you teach?

3. In what ways do students talk about how they learn in your classes?

4. How do you (or how might you) facilitate students’ understanding of how learning occurs?

5. What strategies do you already use to teach difficult ideas to students?


6. In what ways can teaching metacognitive skills to students help improve their learning of those concepts?

7. In what ways do you talk about how you think about thinking and learning in your discipline? In other words, how do you model your thinking for students?
8. What kinds of questions and strategies would help students begin to think more critically about their learning?

9. How do you share your expectations for their learning with students?
10.  In what new ways can you and your department or program colleagues incorporate metacognitive strategies in your courses?
